This page is also a great place to mention what your control group and variables are, as well as your control variables and experimental variables.
Experimental Variable - the independent variable: independent of changes in the values of other variables

Control Variable - control variables are extraneous factors, possibly affecting the experiment, that are kept constant so as to minimize their effects on the outcome. An example of a control variable in an experiment might be keeping the pressure constant in an experiment designed to test the effects of temperature on bacterial growth


This page is to list ALL words that you did not know while doing your research that appears in your presentation. You should also include words that you think the judges will not know.



This page is for you to explain about the main topic of your experiment through the research that you did online and in books. An example might be explaining the history of the paper towel and how it works if you were testing paper towels.
